Roger Dale Griffin was born on December 7, 1944, in Henderson, KY, the son
of Wert “Cotton” Griffin and Gladys Dodson. He departed this life early
Tuesday, January 10, 2023, in Evansville, IN. He was the oldest of 3 children,
followed by his brother, Stephen and his sister, Lisa. 

Roger graduated from Henderson County High School in 1963. Shortly after
graduating he enlisted in the United States Navy, serving for the next 3 and a
half years. He served on board a ship for one and a half years off the coast of
Vietnam during the war. 

After his military service he met the love of his life, Iva Nell Fraley. They were
married at Cash Creek Baptist Church in Hebbardsville, KY on February 24,
1968. They were just a month shy of their 55th wedding anniversary. 

Roger retired from Raben Tire and loved U.K. basketball, rarely missing a
game. After his retirement he developed a love for cooking and was always
trying new recipes. He and his brother-in-law, Guy Fraley shared a lot of
recipes over the years. 

He is survived by his wife Iva Griffin, brother Steve Griffin, sister Lisa Griffin
and her husband Mike, sister-in-laws Barbara Fritts and Amy Mitchell and
husband Joe, brother-in-law Guy Fraley and his wife Janie, and numerous
